Norway is a constitutional monarchy, which means it is ruled by the king, queen, and
prime minister, but they don’t have much power. The government has three
branches: the executive, legislative, and judicial branches. Executive power is
held by the Cabinet, which consists of the prime minister and 18 others. The king
and queen appoint the Cabinet members. Laws are made by 169 members of the
parliament , elected four-year terms. There are 18 counties with a governor, and

one, the city of Oslo, without. The people of the cities elect a mayor as well.
